	Newsflash2: ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY

Please be reminded of our academy target of 97% for attendance and punctuality. Appointments, family occasions and holidays should be booked outside of term time or after school wherever possible. Our Attendance team will be in touch to highlight any instance where attendance or punctuality has become a concern. Please support your child to arrive promptly and attend school every day.

Y6 SATS ASSESSMENTS

Year 6 SATs will be taking place during the week beginning Monday 11 May. Please support your child in preparation for their SATs tests by ensuring they have a quiet space to revise at home and by incorporating opportunities where your child can talk about their feelings; it is natural for all students to be anxious and need the reassurance that trying their best is all that can be asked. Students must arrive punctually during this week to access the revision and preparation sessions, which will begin from 8.30am to ensure a calm start to the day. Breakfast is always available in classrooms from 8.20am.

Y4 MULTIPLICATION TABLES CHECK

Year 4 students have been working hard on learning and practicing their times tables up to 12 x 12. The Multiplication Tables Check for Year 4 will be taking place during June. Year 4 students should spend some time every evening practising their times tables, in readiness for the Multiplication Tables Check. Students across KS2 have access to Times Tables Rock Stars, an online programme that can be accessed from home. Speak to your child’s class teacher if you need the login details.

Y1 PHONICS SCREENING CHECK

Year 1 students are working hard in preparing for the statutory Phonics Screening Checks which will take place in June.  In the assessment, students are asked to blend real words and 'alien words' that contain a range of graphemes, digraphs and trigraphs. Please support your child by reading the Read, Write Inc. reading books sent home on a weekly basis as these contain words and sounds similar to those read in the Phonics Screening Checks.  If your child is in Year 2 and has not yet passed the Phonics Screening Check, they will be required to re-sit the assessment. 

LOST PROPERTY

Please ensure all belongings are clearly labelled and check lost property for any missing items on a regular basis. Lost property is located in the foyer and remains there until the end of each half term.  Once per cycle, any uncollected items (without names) will be offered to families for a small donation, which will go towards school funds.

WATER BOTTLES AND SNACK

As the weather warms up, please ensure that your child comes to school every day with a water bottle (already filled). Their water bottle should be clearly labelled with their name and should go home every day.  Students in KS2 may bring a healthy snack for afternoons, snacks should not contain nuts.

PARKING AND CAR SAFETY

A reminder that that the staff car park must only be used by families that hold a permit. If you have a valid permit, please ensure that it is clearly displayed for staff to see. Please do not use the disabled parking spaces outside school unless you have a clearly displayed blue badge. These rules are in place to ensure the safety of all our children. We have contacted the Police and Local Council regarding this matter and asked for more frequent supervision of Trinity Road at busy times.

Recently, we have received reports of students not sitting in car seats or wearing seat belts, this is a safeguarding concern. In the UK, the law mandates that children must use a child car seat until they are 12 years old or 135 centimetres tall, whichever comes first. Children over 12 or more than 135cm tall must wear a seat belt.
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
