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ADDITIONAL FUNDING

You could be entitled to support towards the cost of uniform and school expeditions. This is called pupil premium funding (PP). To
benefit from this entitlement, you must fill in a free school meals and school clothing allowance form. The school receives extra
money for students who are eligible for free school meals; this amounts to an extra £6000 per child over their time at primary school.

EYFS

Reception staff are incredibly proud of every child for their effort and commitment this cycle. Students have enjoyed learning about
space and were particularly excited about a visit from Wonderdome. The students displayed curiosity and enthusiasm about what they
might discover. Inside, Helen introduced them to a range of space concepts, including planets, stars and astronauts. Students have
also enjoyed taking part in a range of 50 Things to Do Before You're Five activities, including writing and then posting their own
letters. It has also been a pleasure to welcome families into reception for Book and Breakfast every Tuesday from 08.20 and to Stay
and Play sessions on a Friday afternoon.

YEAR ONE

Year One, have enjoyed learning all about shapes and their properties. They took part in an exciting shape hunt in Maths, gathering
natural materials such as sticks and leaves to make different shapes. They also enjoyed a royal banquet as part of their history
topic * Modern Day Monarchs. The children dressed as kings and queens, learned traditional royal dances, and celebrated with a
banquet in the hall!

YEAR TWO

In Cycle 1, Year Two have been working very hard, learning a lot about many famous people from Bradford, including David Hockney,
Emily Bronte and Sir Titus Salt. In Maths, they have learnt new methods of solving more complex addition and subtraction problems.
Year Two also had lots of fun during their RE day, taking part in enriching activities whilst learning about Diwali. They have also had
fun creating moving vehicles during HEPP DT day, enjoyed a visit from Billy Bantam for our penalty shootout to raise money and took
part in some beneficial pedestrian training.

YEAR THREE

Year Three three have had a fantastic start to the year. Last half term, they learnt all about Prehistoric Britain. In IPEELL, they wrote a
persuasive letter about protecting Stonehenge and a story set in the past, which included prehistoric creatures such as woolly
mammoths. In Maths, they have focused on place value, column addition and subtraction and most recently, multiplication and division.
During an exciting DT day, they learnt how to make a moving catapult!Year 3 have also enjoyed learning all about road safety and how
to cross Trinity Road using the Green Cross Code.

YEAR FOUR

Year 4 have been learning about multiplication and division in maths. They took part in the TTRS competition which encouraged a lot
of engagement at home, please continue to access this at home in preparation for the Multiplication Tables Check next year. Year 4
have been working hard on developing news skills in their music lessons, learning the recorder and improving their vocal skills. They
have also enjoyed taking part in swimming lessons at Bradford University Swimming Pool this cyle.

YEAR FIVE

This cycle, Year 5 have enjoyed writing about Pelé and life in the favelas, exploring forces and space in science, and taking part in
their first DT days of the year, where they designed and created their own night lights. As part of Parliament Week, the children also
learned about democracy by debating whether school uniforms should be compulsory and voting for their new school councillors. It’
s been a fantastic term full of creativity, curiosity and collaboration. Year 5 are also taking part in Bikeability sessions, where they will
learn how to ride a bike safely.

YEAR SIX

Year Six 6 took a fascinating trip to the Industrial Museum this cycle! This trip linked perfectly with their history topic on the Industrial
Revolution. Students explored incredible machinery and learned how the world changed during the Industrial Revolution. It was a
wonderful way to see history spring to life! They have also participated in highly engaging B-Safe sessions, learning valuable skills to
stay safe online and in the real world. In music, they have been completing a unit on rhythm, learning three different ways to play
with drumsticks that allow them to play faster and more dynamically.
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
